Carl Frederik Peder Aagaard was a Danish
landscape painter and decorative artist.
Many of his paintings focused on places
frequented by tourists.

As a landscape painter, he had his first
exhibit in 1857 and was awarded the Neu-
hausenske Prize. In 1865, he became the
first recipient of the Sedringske Opmun-
trings Prize for landscape painters with his
work depicting an autumn morning at the
Jeegersborg Dyrehave, which was pur-
chased by the National Gallery of
Denmark.[2] During the 1870s, he made
two extended trips to Italy to sketch land-
scapes.

In 1874, he was elected a member of the
Royal Academy. Five years later, he was
named a Knight in the Order of the Danne-
brog and, in 1892, became a Professor.
